To earn an IB Diploma you must take courses and exams in each of the six areas, three at the higher level and 3  at the standard level.

Juniors may take 1 or 2 standard level IB exams as part of their IB Diploma requirements. The rest of the standard level IB exams and all Higher Level exams must be taken at the end of the senior year.  All higher level courses and many of the standard level course are two-year courses taken during both the junior and senior years.  Some of the standard level courses are one-year courses and may be taken during either junior or senior year.  To earn an IB Diploma it is important to plan your course sequence carefully.   We encourage you to work with the IB coordinator and your counselor as you plan your schedule to be sure you meet all of the requirements for graduation and for college admissions as well as for the IB Diploma.
