As a parent, you can probably remember the bullies from your own childhood and
school days. You may feel like dealing with bullies is one of those things that all children
just have to learn. However, children need help learning safe coping skills. It is important
for children and adults to review facts about bullying and reinforce strategies for dealing
with bullying to create a bully free environment. Throughout the month of September,
counselors are visiting all classrooms and discussing what bullying is, why bullying hap-
pens, and how to prevent bullying. As our parent partners, it would be great if you could
reinforce these lessons at home. Here are some helpful tips:

e Listen to your childbs concerns and ta

e If your child believes he/she is in an unsafe situation at school, find out exactly
what behavior your child has experienced.

e Encourage your child to walk away, rather than to fight.

e Teach your child how to stand up for him/herself: Look a person in the eye, stand
tall, use a firm but kind voice, and stay calm.

e Encourage your child to avoid a bully and stay with a group ofikgigety in
numbers.

e Tell your child to report any incident in which they or other students are being both-
ered.

e Remind your child that getting help is not tattling, but a smart, helpful choice.

e Always try to be a positive role model.

e Contact the school if you hear or know of bullying occurring during the school day

Remember, bullying affects all childrérwhether they are victims, bullies, or bystanders.
Discussing this topic with your child(ren) will help keep our school and community safe
and bully free.
