1 box of vanilla wafers

3 eggs

1 pkg. cupcake liners

% c. sugar

1 (14-0z.) can of cherry, blueberry or
apple pie filling

1 tsp. vanilla

Beat the eggs and add cream cheese, sugar
and vanilla. Beat until smooth. Line a muffin
tin with cupcakes liners. Put a vanilla wafer
into each tin. Finally spoon in cream cheese
mixture. Bake at 350 degrees for 12 to 15
minutes. Let cool. Add the fruit topping of
your choice and refrigerate. This will make
24 cupcakes. Remember the proceeds benefit
our All Night Grad Party.

Prior
to this, the freshman team will play at 4:00 pm immediately followed by the junior
varsity game at 5:45 pm.

The Chantilly women’s varsity team will be playing at Westfield High School on the
same night at 7:30 pm. Chantilly’s women’s team is 7-7 and the Bulldogs are 10-5. The
freshman girls will play at 4:00 pm and the junior varsity girls will follow at 5:45 pm.
