Guidelines for Implementing Appeal Process for Locally Awarded Verified Credits

In July of 2002, the Virginia Board of Education granted local school boards the right to award verified credits in science and social studies toward a
Standard Diploma for students who entered 9" grade in 2000-2001, 2001-2002, and 2002-2003 (graduating classes of 2004, 2005, and 2006). The FCPS
school board approved the following guidelines and process for FCPS schools:

Remediation Programs:

Both local and state funding supports remediation programs for students who have failed SOL tests. To meet guidelines, remediation programs must
encompass a minimum of 24 hours per subject, must be taught by teachers licensed by Virginia and be based on FCPS-approved curricula. Remediation
efforts should be geared to support students in categories shown to be areas of concern. These programs must be offered in addition to a student’s regular
course load, though the programs can be offered during the regular school day. Programs may also be offered after the regular school day or on Saturday.

Testing Implications:
Students must be allowed to retake end-of-course SOL tests as many times as necessary to earn verified credits for graduation. For accreditation purposes,
repeated failing scores will not be computed; therefore subsequent failures will not negatively impact the school’s accreditation.

Remediation Recovery Programs:

Both local and state funding supports remediation programs for students who have failed 8" grade English (Reading, Literature, and Research) and
mathematics SOL tests or high school end-of-course mathematics SOL tests. To meet state guidelines, remediation programs must encompass a minimum
of 24 hours per subject area, must be taught by teachers licensed by Virginia and be based on FCPS approved curricula. Remediation recovery efforts
should be geared to support students in categories shown to be areas of concern. These programs must be offered in addition to a student’s regular course
load, though the programs can be offered during the regular school day. Programs may also be offered after the regular school day or on Saturday.

Testing Implications:

Under the VDOE provisions of remediation recovery, Special Education students whose IEPS specify a Modified Standard Diploma and who have
participated in remediation must be allowed to retake the 8" grade English (RLR) and mathematics SOL tests in order to meet the requirements of the
Modified Standard Diploma.
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
