$$ SENDING MONEY TO SCHOOL: When you send money to school, it usually has to
travel in your child's backpack, is handed to the teacher with a number of other items, is
sent to the office via a messenger, and put in a box to be sorted by the office staff. No
matter how hard we try to keep things together, there is plenty of opportunity for things
to become separated. To ensure that your money arrives safely to its destination, please
use the following guidelines: Put your child's name on any check you send to school, even if it
was written by someone other than yourself. Put cash or checks in an envelope addressed
to the appropriate receiver. i.e. “"Lunch Money", "Gift-wrap Fundraiser”, "Field Trip Money”,
etc. Make sure your child's name is either on the envelope or on an enclosed order form,

permission slip, etc. Please DO NOT send money paper clipped to a piece of paper.
