that is your experience of not, respect is a vital prineiple by which we are guiding our shared students.

What does respect look like? I was in a first grade classroom loday where two classes had gathered together so I could
share with these children our Students Rights and Responsibilities. Mrs. Nance and | are meeling with every class
these first few weeks to communicale our expectations for student behavior. While I was there, students had a chance to
turn 1o a partner and share several times. Each time these students did that activily, I saw them use eye contacl, listen lo
one another, and then later, share what they had heard their partner say. We practiced using 'm sorry for those times
where there are disagreements and you realize your words may have hurt another student. That is an example of respeci-
ful work.

Another example occurs daily in our new Drake’s Dining Room. We renamed the cafeteria on purpose lo communicale that
we are dining together and will use polite and respectiul speech. Regularly our teachers, custodians, Mrs. Westphal, the
hostess, and any adult in the building, are working together to help students remember the magic words: please, thank
you, and you’re welcome! As we do this, we are teaching and modeling respect Lo one another.

My third example comes from our first PTA meeting of the year. One of the parents there said that her son came home
