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About Teacher
Collaboration

Teacher collaboration is a time for teachers
to analyze data in order to measure student
achievement and to develop action plans that
will result in continuous improvement in
student achievement.

Approximately once every other week,
teachers will begin thei r school day early by
collaborating with their colleagues. On this
day, students who arrive by bus may use this
extra 20 minutes to complete assignments or
socialize with their peers. Students who drive
to school and are eligible for privileges may
opt to arrive to school 20 minutes later on
these days with parent permission.
