Intersession Fee
There is no fee for students to attend intersession.

Class Placement

Kindergarten students sign up for a combination of classes. If your child is attending only the
afternoon session, he will be registered for only the afternoon session of the combination.
Students must provide a 1%, 2", and 3™ choice. If the child’s first choice is full, he will be placed
in the next choice that is available. Some popular classes will be closed after the first day. If we
have more students register for a particular class than class size allows, a “lottery” will be held.

Kindergarten students begin eating lunch during the A.M. (morning) session and finish eating
lunch during the P.M. (afternoon) session.
NO LUNCH ON MONDAY-Students should bring a snack from home.
Please take the time to put money on your child’s lunch card before intersession!

SACC

SACC (School Age Child Care) will be available for students who are already enrolled in the
SACC program. The SACC program will operate the same as during the regular school day.
Please communicate with the SACC director so it is known who will be attending intersession
and who will be taking the time off.
