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Treasurer’s Report

We're off to a great start financially this year based on proceeds generated through membership dues and 
donations from a large number of Franconia families, individuals, and faculty.  Once the fall fundraiser 
proceeds are tallied, we'll have a better sense of where we are in terms of our goals for the year.   
Please keep in mind that the PTA does charge a $10 fee for each check that is submitted to the PTA 
without sufficient funds in addition to repayment of the bounced check amount.  Moreover, after receiving a 
counterfeit ten dollar bill at the back-to-school picnic, we will now be checking currency submitted to the 
PTA for signs of counterfeiting.  Hopefully, this was a one-time incident, although bank officials warned us 
that they have seen increased counterfeiting recently. 

Finally, a gentle reminder that if your child benefits from a free lunch after forgetting to bring lunch or 
money to pay for lunch, please reimburse the PTA.  The PTA has a cafeteria card that pays $0.90 for 
cereal and drink for each child who needs a lunch.  The card works on the honor system, so if your child 
uses it, you should reimburse the PTA.  Otherwise, the card will be depleted and there will be no backup 
mechanism available to kids once the budgeted amount is spent on the card.
