Including: Partners in Print Family Literacy Programs, Parent Coffee Meetings, Family Fitness Night, Curriculum Fair Night-including SOL and Program of Study information on the four content curriculum areas, computer classes for adults, and workshops conducted by the parent liaisons. 

· Convene an annual meeting early in the school year to inform parents about the Title I program and The No Child Left Behind Law and their right to be involved in the planning and implementation of the Title I program. 

· Develop, in consultation with families, a School-Home-Compact, stating what each party will do to share the responsibility for high student performance.  Review the compact annually with families and school staff. 
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
