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Physical Education Progress Report Assessment

Fairfax County Public Schools requires that a grade be given in physical education.  Your child’s elementary physical education progress reflects the following combination of grading criteria:

Achievement:

· Improvement and performance

· Skill evaluation during and/or following each unit. 

· Related cognitive knowledge through skill evaluation during and/or following each unit. 

The O or A student has mastered the concepts and skills and is able to expand upon them independently.

The G or B student meets stated FCPS Physical Education Program of Studies concepts and skills but would require teacher assistance to expand upon them.

The S or C student understands and practices the concepts and skills but still requires assistance for mastery.

The N indicates student has not mastered the concepts and skills.

Effort:
Quality of performance, attitude, willingness to attempt task-at-hand, class behavior, preparation

Based upon specific expectations [Physical Education Rules] detailed to students during the first week of school and posted in the gym. They include:

Listen to Directions

Apply Safety Rules to Participate Without Injury to Others

Recognize that Disrupting the Class Takes Instructional Time Away from Others

Have Respect for Teacher, Classmates, Equipment and Yourself

All students are evaluated on skills taught within a movement-oriented situation or experience.  Specified critical elements are developed for student evaluation in these tactical situations.  During the remainder of the school year, grade 4 – 6 students may be evaluated for knowledge of learned skills in a written test format.  Their score usually comprises a percentage of their grade along with skill assessments.
