Suggested Activities in the Event of School Closure

First Grade teachers suggest that this document be printed out and each activity be initialed by a parent when completed.

Math Activities
Day 1 - Write a schedule for your day make sure you include the time and activity, including a.m. and p.m.  For example at 8 a.m. – wake up

Day 2 - Draw a picture of your favorite time of day.  Write a sentence telling the time and what you are doing.

Day 3 - Draw a pattern using three different shapes.
Day 4 - Draw four circles.  Divide one circle into halves, one into thirds, one into fourths and one into sixths.  Label each fraction.

Day 5 - Get a handful of change from mom or dad.  Sort coins by type and then count each group and total the money.
Day 6 - Find something in your house for each shape:  circle, square, rectangle, cube, cone and sphere.   Draw and label what you find.

Day 7 - Count by 2’s to 50.  Count by 5’s and 10’s to 100.  After you count aloud then write it down.  If you are an expert then after skip counting forwards, try counting backwards.

Day 8 -   Pick two numbers between 4 and 18.  Write all the addition and subtraction sentences you can make for that number.

Day 9 -   Count and tally how many rooms, chairs and televisions in your house.  

Day 10 - Get a handful of change and see how many different ways you can make 5 cents, 10 cents, and 25 cents.

Day 11 - Play the probability game.

Day 12 - Pick ten objects around your house and measure 5 in inches and 5 in centimeters.  Don’t forget you have a ruler in your agenda.

Day 13 - Write fact families for 3, 7, 10 and 11.  Remember fact families have 4 number sentences.  Fact family example for 6 – 

2+4=6, 4+2=6, 6-4=2 and 6-2=4

Day 14 - Have mom or dad randomly pick five numbers between 20 and 100.  For each number chosen, write the number that comes before and after.

Language Art Plans

Read for 20 minutes every day.  After you read, pick one activity to complete.
Reading Response

For fiction include: characters, setting, problem/solution, what happened at the beginning, what happened in the middle, what happened in the end.
For nonfiction include:  3 facts you learned and details to support them.

Draw a Picture
Draw a picture of your favorite part of the book and write why it is your favorite part.

Retelling

Orally retell the story to someone in your family.  Make sure you include the beginning, middle and end and as many details you can remember.

Word Search

Find ten words that fit into one of the following patterns.  Short vowel words, long vowel words, endings (for example - s, -ed or 
-ing), blends (for example - pl, -br, -gl)
Change the Story

Write your own different ending to the story.

(Please choose a Science or Social Studies activity to complete daily)
· Draw a picture of your yard in spring.
· Go on a nature walk.  Take a paper and pencil with you.  Write down what you see, hear and smell.
· Find or draw pictures that show ways to stay healthy and clean.  Write about your pictures.

· Draw a picture of your favorite science topic that you have learned about this year.  Tell someone about your picture.  Some topics covered this year include trees, leaves, water cycle, five senses, states of matter and fungi.

· Draw and label parts of a plant.

· Draw and label the parts of the water cycle.

· Draw and label the four seasons.
