Daily:

Practice math skills for 45 minutes a day.  Chose from any combination of the following activities:
· Write the numbers 1-100

· Use the number cards from a card deck to make 2, 3 or 4 digit numbers.  Have your child read the number.

· Say a 2, 3 or 4 digit number and have your child write it
· Write a 2, 3 or 4 digit number and have your child read it.

· Write a number sequence and leave out one or more numbers.  Have your child fill in the missing number. For example: 19, 20, ___, 22, ___.  You can also do this using counting by 2s, 5s or 10s.

· Give your child 5 numbers mixed up and have him put them in the correct order.
· Roll 2 dice and have your child add the 2 numbers.

· Roll 2 dice and have your child tell you the biggest number or the smallest number.

· Play “war” card game.  Deal out all the number cards.  Each player turns over a card at the same time.  Whoever has the largest card gets all of the cards.  If 2 players have the same card, count out 3 cards, turning over the third card.  Whoever has largest card wins.  Play until one player had no cards.  
· Practice counting coins.  Give students a group of coins (less than $1.00 for grades 3 and 4; up to $5.00 for grades 5 and 6) to count.
· Practice telling time—use a watch or alarm clock to set various times.

· Ask your child to say the months of the year in order.

· Ask your child what month number various months are. For example, March is month number 3.
