Language Arts

· Keep a diary and write about your daily activities to be shared at school upon your return.
· Choose a topic you want to write about. Write for 30-40 minutes a day. Publish the piece so you can share it with your class.

· Students should be reading at least 20-30 minutes a day.  After reading, write a summary of what you read that includes:
· Title, author, character, setting, and sequencing words like: first, next, after, and finally.
Math activities:
· Use flashcards to practice multiplication tables.
· For measurement, use standard measurement to measure length of specific objects and perimeter of various objects (ie: use inches, centimeters, meters, feet)
· Draw and label plane and solid shapes found in your home.
· Probability: flip a coin 10 times and predict how many times it will land on heads and tails.
· Count coins and give exact amount with how many pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters.
· Visit the following website and do the fraction activities. After completing the fractions activities try out some of the other topics.  Write a paragraph (containing as many sentences as you are in age) about your game experience.

· Think of a survey question (such as, what is your favorite ___________? What month were your born? Where were you born? How many brothers and sisters do you have?). Collect your data by asking this question to several people. Create a graph to show the data. 
· Choose a favorite family recipe that has at least seven ingredients. Show how much is needed for each ingredient if you cut the recipe in half. How much is needed if you double the recipe. 
· Using a magazine or newspaper, cut out items that add up to $10.00.
· Cook with your parent, using measuring spoons and cups and write about what you cooked.
· How many steps does it take to get to your:
· Bedroom from the front door
· Kitchen to your bedroom
· Car to the front door
· Bathroom to bedroom
· Next, multiply these steps by two.

· Keep track of the phases that the moon goes through each night. In a paragraph, describe what you observe.
· Chart the weather that occurred each day. Record the temperature, type of precipitation (if any), and any other descriptions of the day (cloudy, partly cloudy, sunny). In a paragraph, describe the types of precipitation that occurred.
