Friday, February 3rd:  

Set-up: Teachers will be setting up projects during hawk B and after school.  If you are available after school, you are welcome to drop by the cafeteria to make sure your poster is in the right spot.  
Saturday, February 4th:

Set-up:  Please arrive no later than 8:15 to double check that your poster is in the right spot.  Teachers will be there to help you. 

Judging:  You should be standing by your project no later than 

8:30 a.m.  Please dress nicely since you will be representing Hayfield Secondary.   Gum, food, drinks (with the exception of bottled water) are not permitted in the judging areas.  You can read a book or magazine while waiting for judges.  Listening to MP3 players (with headphones) and texting is allowed as long as it does not interfere with the judging.  If you need to take a short break, please speak to the teacher in charge of your judging area. You can eat and talk on your cell phone in the hallway.

The judging will run from 8:45 a.m. until at least 12 noon.  Sometimes the judging process may last longer.  Please do not leave until your entire category is dismissed. Each section will be dismissed at different times.   At least two judges will interview you during that time. No parents or friends are allowed in the judging areas.

Award Ceremony/Open House: The science fair will be open to the public from 2:30 p.m. – 3:30 p.m.  All projects will be available for viewing during that time.   Winners will be announced at the awards program at 3:30 p.m. in the Middle School Cafeteria. Students should remove their projects after the awards program (around 4:00 p.m.)  Projects that are not removed by 4:30 p.m. will be discarded.   Projects selected for the regional science fair will be announced during the week of February 6th.  The regional science fair will be held the weekend of March 16, 17 and 18.
