Service in the School 
 
- Contract with a teacher or other member of the faculty or staff to help after school 

one day per week  
 
- Contract with a custodian to help after school one day per week 
 
- Take part in the Peer to Peer  tutoring program  every Thursday in the library. 
 
- Plan and carry out a fundraising activity that will benefit the school 
 
- Provide a buddy system for new students 
 
- Create a directory for students – listing libraries, sports programs, and community 

service opportunities near the school

Service in Your Neighborhood or Community 
 
Contract with a hospital: 
- Draw pictures to brighten rooms 
- Record original stories for patients 
- Read/sing to young/old patients 
Contract with a library: 
- Repair worn books 
- Make and distribute bookmarks 
- Host story hours for younger children 
Contract with a homeless shelter: 
- Hold a blanket or coat drive 
- Make and decorate knapsacks or baby quilts 
- Bake cookies, or make and donate other food 
- Help with food distribution 
Contract with a day care or senior center: 
- Be a companion to a child or an elderly person 
- Collaborate on story or joke books for hospitalized children 
Improve your neighborhood: 
- Start a graffiti watch and clean up 
- Plant and care for trees, flowers, etc. 
- Pick up trash along a roadside 
- Help an elderly or handicapped neighbor with his/her yard work, shovel snow, or 

rake leaves, get the mail, cook a meal, shop.  
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
