At the middle school level, Key provides opportunities for active learning in an environment appropriate for developing
academic success, interactive skills, and personakstdém. We sire to meet the challenging and diverse needs of the

early adolescent student through the team approach to education. All Key students are members of a team comprised of
approximately 130 students taught by an English, math, science, social studies @dedpeation/resource teacher.

Each teaching team has common planning time in order to meet regularly to coordinate curriculum that emphasizes
interdisciplinary teaching units, to discuss student issues, to meet with students and parents, and no gdivities. A

school counselor and an assistant principal work closely with each team. An exploratory program of elective courses,
physical education, clubs and activities complements core team classes.

Key students are taught, guided, challenged amparted by specialized staff and faculty. These include a principal,

assistant principals, teachers, a director of student services, school counselors, librarians, instructional assistants and
support staff.

School Counseling Program

The development school counseling program is an essential and integral element in the total education program. Middle
school counselors, under the leadership of the director of student services, deliver a full range of services. These include
individual and group tem-based counseling, academic guidance, crisis intervention, career awareness activities,
coordination of standardized testing, parent and school consultation and conferences, special needs screening and Honor:
identification.

The middle school counselorlp studers make the transitions from elementary to middle school and from middle to
high school. School counselors strive to provide diverse and developmentally appropriate opportunities for their middle
school students to be academically successdiplalole, increasiryg selfreliant and resourceful.

Remediation and Intervention

believe that all students should have the opportunity to achieve at theirttaghdemigotential. After carefully looking

at all providedinformation including SOL scores, academic achievemant readingevaluations, Key personnel may
recommend a remedian or an intervention course. Placement in a remediation or intervention course will be a condition
of promotion of indentified students.

Honors Program (7" and 8" grade school based)

Honors classes, aligned with national standards for gifted and talented (GT) education, are for students who have
demonstrated high achievement in a specific area of academic strength. Honors classes dedrattadlahiddle school

in the four core academic areas of English, mathematics, social studies and science. Honors classes use a Fairfax Count
Public Schoolsleveloped middle school curriculum that extends the FCPS Program of Studies in depth angitpomple

The curriculum is based on the Parallel Model, a national ertlonsélel of curriculum for higlability learners. Honors

classes seek to provide opportunities to build on the individual strengths of identified achievers in core subject®in order
address their potential to progress to high levels of accomplishment through challenging inquiry and learning.

Students are identified for Honors English, Honors Science and Honors Social Studies by successfully completing a
comprehensive screening tocinde: ability test data, achievement test data, grades in the core subject areas, Gifted
Behavior Rating Scale (GBR), ateacherecommendation. Students automatically qualify for Math Honors 7 if they
completed Compacted Mathematics 6 (or a yeag accelerated program.) Students who have completed sixth grade
mathematics may qualify for this course based on holistic view of ability test data, achievement test data, grades in
mathematics, the Gifted Behavior Rating Scale (GBR) and teacher recomimendat

Students enrolled in"7grade Honors classes carry the placement ifitgrade unless there is a question regarding
whether or not the placement in appropriate. In such cases, the principal at the middle school reviews in the information
and makes decision concerning placement.

The
International Baccalaureate (IB) program is a colpggparatory curriculum offered to students in the final two years of
high school; prdB coursework is recommended in grades 9 and Middle school students who are interested in
pursuing IB coursework are encouraged to enroll in Algebra 1 and a foreign language f ghad®.

Students may elect to pursue the full IB Diploma or take individual IB courses as certificate candidatestséB are

offered in English, foreign language, history, science, mathematics and various electives. IB Diploma candidates also
complete an independent research projéet Theory of Knowledge clasand a required number of community service

hours. he successful IB student would be best described as one who is highly motivated and possesses both the
willingness and ability to think, read and write critically. 1B students should have enjoyed prior success in highly
challenging academic courses anemnstrated that sucesss through excellent grades and standardized test scores.
Studens in IB should be focused more on learning than only in earning grades. The decision to enroll in IB should be
made with input from the students, parents, teachers@unselor.

Spanish, Tagalog/Pilipino, Twi, Urdu, or Vietnamese. Students who are successful on the exam receivegtwo forei
language credits which may be used to fulfill the foreign language requirements of the Advanced Studies Diploma or as
electives for the Standard Diploma. In addition, students who participate in the English for Speakers of Other Languages
(ESOL) progran during grades-12 may apply two units of credit in the Level 2 category (course code 5720) towards the
foreign language requirement of the Advanced Studies Diploma.

Students read and study a variety of literature, building on an understanding of reading as a process that
includes analyzing and comprehending texts. Language study includes vocabulary building, learning
about grammar, @hspelling. Through varied and frequent writing assignments, students build on their
understanding of writing as a process that includes drafting, revising, editing, proofreading, and
publishing. They use writing to develop ideas and learn new conceptenst also learn discussion

Students are expectdo master algebraic mechanics and understand the underlying theory, as well as
apply the concepts to reaforld situations in a meaningful way. Students extend knowledge and
understanding of the real number system and its properties through the stadiablies, expresssions,
equations, inequalities, and the analysis of data from real world phenomena. Emphasis is placed on
algebraic connections to arithmetic, geometry, and statistics. Calculators and computer technologies are
integral tools. Graphingatculators are an essential tool for every student to explore graphical, numerical,
and symbolic relationships.

GEOMETRY HONORS (314336 36 weeks (year)
Grade: 8

Calculators, computers, graphing utilities, dymnc geometry software, and other appropriate technology
tools will be used to assist in teaching and learning.

INVESTIGATIONS IN ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE (411500 36 weeks (year)

ecosystems are content strands developed through a sequence dafrhamveéstigations. To augment the
inquiry-based investigations, computer teclugiés including graphing calculators, Vernier probeware,
CD-ROMs, and streaming videos are used to build background knowledge and enhance student
understanding. Process skills related to scientific investigation, reasoning, and logic are integrated
throudghout the course as students carry out investigations, collect and analyze data, and formulate
conclusions.

INVESTIGATING MATTER AND ENERGY (412500 36 weeks (year)
Grade: 8

Investigating Matter and Energy builds upon the experiences in the physieates introduced to
students in the upp&ementary grades. Properties of matter, energy forms and their transformations,
and forces and motion are content strands developed through a sequence-ohhiawestigations. To
augment the inquirpased mvestigations, computer technologies including graphing calculators, Vernier
probeware, CEROMs, and streaming videos are used to build background knowledge and enhance
student understanding. Process skills related to scientific investigation, reasaméhdpgic are
integrated throughout the course as students carry out investigations, collect and analyze data, and
formulate conclusions.

UNITED STATES HISTORY, 1865 TO THE PRESENT (235500 36 weeks (year)

identified by the analysis of the role of ideas, individuals, and important events. Students develop
historicalthinking skills and extend their understanding of how geography shapes history.

Grade: 8

The grade eight program is designed to prepare students to be responsible, productive citizens in a
democratic republic andnainterconnected world.

HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION 7 (712063/63 36 weeks (year)
Grade: 7

rhythmic activities and dance, physical fitness, wellretated testing, fithess planning, and application

Course topics include seffteem and
seltexploration, communication skills, peer refusal skills, substance abuse prevention, and -decision
making and problersolving techniques. Student activities include friendly support to peers, orientation

of new students, elementary outreach, and community service programs. Key Middle School students
