The Basic Stats: 
 

Meeting day/time: Fridays, October 21 – November 4, 4 – 5 p.m. 
 

School closings: If school is cancelled or closed early for any reason, basketball will not meet on that 
day. Cancelled classes may be made up at a time convenient to the majority of the class, subject to 
space availability and at the discretion of the instructor. We cannot guarantee a makeup class. 
 

No food consumption during class. However, the PTA will provide a snack before each meeting.  
 

Dismissal: A parent (or other authorized adult) must come into the building to sign the child out. 
Parent volunteers are welcome and needed to assist with the class dismissal.  
 

There are no provisions for supervising children after dismissal, and neither the PTA nor the 
school can assume responsibility for them. Parents who pick up their children late without prior notice 
are subject to late fees as follows: A $10 fee will be imposed for each 15 minutes a parent is late.  
 

Acceptable behavior: All students enrolled in this program are expected to behave in an appropriate 
manner at all times and listen to adult supervisors. The PTA reserves the right to withdraw without 
refund any child whose inappropriate behavior prevents the class from proceeding constructively 
despite the efforts of staff and parent. 
 

Class size is limited to a maximum of 30 students. Children of PTA members receive priority 
placement. You will receive written confirmation of enrollment before the first meeting. Classes will 
not proceed if a minimum enrollment is not met or if a parent volunteer cannot be located.  
 

There is no medical payment or insurance coverage for this event in the event of injury, as any 
medical expenses resulting from students participating in this event would be the responsibility of the 
student's parent or guardian, not the responsibility of Lane Elementary School, Lane Elementary PTA, 
Hayfield Secondary School, the Lady Hawks Basketball Program, or any individual involved in running 
the clinic.
