Independent Reading Strategies to Practice at Home

1. Your child is well on the way to developing independent self-correction strategies when he/she can monitor their own reading and correct their mistakes without help. These are ideas for your child if he/she gets stuck on a word. Tell your child to:

· Get their mouth ready for the first sound.

· Look at the picture.

· Look for parts (chunks) of the word they know.

· Go back to the beginning and read it again.
· Think about what makes sense.

· Say what sounds right.

· Say what looks right.

2. Encourage self-correction and independent problem solving by saying: “I like the way you found out what was wrong all by yourself.”

3. After reading, talk about the book. Ask your child to:

· Tell about their favorite part.

· Tell which character they liked the best.

· Tell where the story took place.

· Retell the story in their own words.
