Dear Parents of Students Taking French, German, Latin or Spanish: 
 

Due to the success of last two year’s Foreign Language Immersion Summer Program, the Langley 
Foreign Language Department is hosting the summer camp again this year.   
 
Purpose.  Despite the progress students make during the academic year, summer unfortunately can 
be a time when the things learned throughout the year dissipate most quickly.  To preserve what 
students have already learned and to prepare them to get off to a strong start in their next level, the 
summer program is a two-week intensive foreign language “boot camp” in which we review, drill, and 
prepare students for the next year.   
 
Design.  Summer camp classes will be limited to 14 students.  These classes are designed to benefit 
those students who plan to hone and solidify their skills, as well as those who have struggled 
somewhat, enabling them to gain a more solid footing. The summer camp courses do not carry 
academic credit—as courses of preparation and review, they are meant to enhance and maximize the 
learning experience of the academic year courses.   
 
Offerings. The 2008 summer camp courses are: 
 

French French I and II Review   
German German I Review German II Review German III Review 
Latin ** Latin I Review Latin II Review  
Spanish Spanish I Review Spanish III and IV Review 

     ** one week only 
     
Logistics.  The camp will be held from August 4 – 15 at Langley High School, from 10:00 a.m. to 2:00 
p.m. daily, Monday through Friday.  Latin will only be offered form August 11 – 15. Space is limited, and 
students will be accepted on a first come, first served basis.  Sign-ups for enrollment will begin April 
11  and the deadline for enrollment is June 27.  You will be notified by July 10 if the summer camp 
should be cancelled.  The fee is $ 400 for the full two weeks, and $ 200 for Latin.   No lunch or 
transportation is provided, but materials are included in the fee.  Please feel free to contact me should 
you have any questions.
