Volunteer Coordinator :  Is networking your thing?  Our Volunteer Chairman can use your help.  We need you to 
organize our wonderful volunteers!  Make calls, help set up the schedule, coordinate with the Committee Chairs, and 
plug the right volunteers into the right spots making sure everyone who wants to has a place to help – both before, 
during and after the party.

Help purchase door prizes for the  
drawings that occur throughout the event..   
 
Decorating/Set-Up:  Okay, so we use most of the same decorations every year…it’s new to each graduating class!  

We 
also need a lot of hands to make the magic happen to transform the event site into a beach paradise. Remember 
decorating the gym at school for homecoming or prom – then you have the experience we need!
