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Principal’s Corner
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Thanks to those parents who participated in the “Touching Bases” conferences held
on February 10, 2005.  Attendance at this annual event was up again this year and we
hope parents had the opportunity to speak with each teacher.  The purpose of the
“Touching Bases” conferences is to provide parents with an additional opportunity to
get a measure of the academic progress and performance of their student.  I encourage
you to maintain an open line of communication with the school, and certainly
communicate with teachers when you have questions concerning student performance
or classroom expectations.

The month of March means a change of seasons, and this year an early Spring Break,
March 19-26.  In the past, March has also represented an increase in the anxiety level
of some students and staff as we begin to approach the testing season of late April and
May.  As teachers continue to work in grade level and subject area teams, I feel confident
that we are making real progress in meeting our school-wide goals in each classroom.
We continue to develop classrooms characterized by creative student energy, challenge,
and clear performance expectations for each student.  This setting is one where I
believe we are most likely to provide an intellectually rich environment where we will
develop critical thinking and problem solving skills, as well as develop competent test
takers.  Not too many decades ago, we called this “good teaching” and we did not
need standardized tests to encourage us to think, read, reflect, analyze, and write.
We will continue to emphasize good teaching as I believe one of the most important
predictors of student success is to have a good teacher in every classroom.  We
welcome the standardized test as an opportunity to provide a snapshot of where we
are as a school.

Dear Parent or Guardian:

The Fairfax County Public Schools (FCPS) and the Fairfax County Health Department are

working together to institute a Student Illness Monitoring system to track certain communicable

illnesses in the schools.  Implementation of the program is scheduled to begin in February 2005. 

The system involves the review of student absentee information to monitor for an increase in

gastrointestinal and/or flu-like illness.  Monitoring for increases in these illnesses allows for early

identification and intervention. 

As part of this system, parents or guardians may receive a phone call from the school’s clinic

room aide and/or public health nurse, inquiring whether their child’s illness is due to one of the

above causes.  Student absences due to routine medical or dental appointments and school trips

will not be followed-up with a phone call under this system.

We hope that this new program, combined with the systems already in place to safeguard your

children and the school community, will enhance our understanding of certain communicable

diseases.

arents should be prepared to make the best decisions for their own children. Parents
are urged to make arrangements at the beginning of each school year for the care of

their children when schedule changes are made (and to provide for the rare situation when
it is necessary to close an individual school because of a power failure or another circum-
stance). Children should know where to go if a parent will not be home.

Parent Responsibilities

Is there a set temperature that
would cause you to close
schools?
No. We did recently have to open
school two hours late because we had
a three-day weekend that was unusu-
ally cold for this area. Our buses are
stored outside, and all have diesel
engines. These engines are very cost
efficient, but they are hard to start in
extreme cold.

We needed to delay the opening of
schools to give our staff membersÑ
who started their day much earlier
than usualÑtime to travel around the
county and get all buses started. While
the delay was disruptive to family
schedules, it did allow us to get to
every bus stop in a timely way and
avoid having students out in the cold
for excessive periods of time.

Why arenÕt our buses housed
indoors?
Our climate is relatively moderate. It
just doesnÕt make sense to spend the
amount of money that would be needed
to construct and maintain bus garages
for the limited period of time that the
garages might be needed each winter.

Who makes these decisions?
FCPS administrators participate in
regional conference calls that include
representatives from the National
Weather Service, the Virginia Depart-
ment of Highways, mass transit, police
departments, federal and local agen-
cies, and school systems. The school
system consults with the Fairfax
County Police Department to get road
condition information from different
parts of the county. FCPS security staff
members report what they are experi-
encing as they check schools and
parking lots. School bus transportation
staff members drive into neighbor-
hoods and around schools to obtain
firsthand information on current
conditions. Administrators talk to
FCPS maintenance and custodial staff
members who are responsible for
clearing and treating school parking
lots and sidewalks. Finally, school
officials consult with other school
systems in the region to share infor-
mation.

Once all this information is gathered,
the Superintendent is called and
briefed. He makes the final decision.

Are you all crazy?
Anyone who tries to predict the
weather around here has to be at
least a little crazy. We appreciate all
the collaboration among area
agencies that all share our priority
for safety. We appreciate the thou-
sands of families across the county
that roll with the punches and help
us to keep their students on track
and learning, even when the weather
doesnÕt cooperate!

FCPS Does Not Make
Announcements When:

1. Schools are open.
2. Sports and other after-school events will
    be held according to schedule.
3. Tests are being held according to schedule.

Schedule changes are a bit
more complicated for students in
half-day kindergarten programs.

When schools are opened
two hours late, if it is on
Monday, elementary schools (which
usually close early on Mondays) will
close at their usual Tuesday-
through-Friday time.  Morning half-
day kindergarten will be dismissed
one hour later than the usual
Tuesday-through-Friday time.
Afternoon half-day kindergarten
will begin one hour later than the
usual Tuesday-through-Friday time.

When schools are closed
two hours early due to
worsening weather
conditions during the day,
elementary schools will close two
hours earlier than the usual
Tuesday-through-Friday time.
Afternoon half-day kindergarten is
canceled. Morning half-day
kindergarten students will be
provided lunch at no cost and will
be released with other students.
Morning kindergarten students who
were bused to school will be bused
home with other students.
Kindergarten students living within
the normal walking boundary will
not be bused.

We’re fortunate to teach and learn in the newly renovated Madison building.  We’re now in a position to turn our attention
to the often-neglected Madison grounds.

STUDENT ASSISTANCE PERIOD

Please encourage your student to take advantage of the Student Assistance Period to make up missed assignments, tests
or quizzes or receive additional assistance.  It isn’t a long period of time (30 minutes) but if a student needs a bit more
explanation or to make up an assignment it provides them time built into the day for them to receive this assistance.
Anytime a student has less than a C grade, they should be going to that teacher’s class and using this time to help them
bring their grades up!  They have no excuse not to get help!

REGISTRATION

The Curriculum Night was held  February 3, 2005 and was a great success!  During the months of February and March,
counselors will be meeting with 11th, 10th, and 9th grade students to help students make course selections for the 2005-06
school year.   Working through English classes, counselors meet with their own students both in small groups and individually
to help students make wise and appropriate decisions.    Completing graduation requirements, assessing the academic
strength of the student’s program, exploring electives choices are just some of the topics discussed.   In addition to signing
up for seven classes, we do require that all students select alternative choices as conflicts occur or classes are deleted due
to under-enrollment.  We staff our school based on the selections that students choose.  All course selection sheets should
be reviewed, discussed, and signed by the parent.  Please return to the counselor by the indicated due date.  Please call
and discuss with your counselor any questions that you have.  Teachers will also give recommendations based on their
observations in class and be required to sign off on upper level classes.    In late March and during spring break, we will tally
our numbers and make staffing decisions.  After March 17, changes are based on available space.    CHOOSE WISELY!!!
RETURN SELECTION SHEETS PROMPTLY!!!!

Verified Credits:  It is critical that students and parents understand that they must earn a minimum of 6 verified units of
credit in order to complete the requirements for a standard diploma.  Students who are doing poorly in their SOL classes
are not likely to pass the test and should plan to attend the three-week SOL remediation program held during FCPS
summer school.  If students  do not pass a  SOL class, they should repeat the class in  FCPS summer school.    If you are
not aware of how many verified credits your student currently has, please email or call your counselor so they can confirm
the student’s current standing.

SUMMER SCHOOL — HELD AT MADISON SUMMER 2005

Summer School will be held from July 11 — August 11, 2005.  Information will be mailed directly to the home in  March, in
a large brochure, Encore 2005.   Any student that wants to take a summer school class at a location other than FCPS must
have approval in advance by Julie Robeson, DSS at Madison.  If it is an SOL class, students need register for the SOL test
given in FCPS summer school.  FYI – Classes offered at Richard Milburn and Georgetown Learning Center are no longer
accepted by FCPS.

SENIORS!

Colleges request that first semester grades be forwarded to them.  In some instances the colleges will provide a mid-year
report to their applicants.  Guidance does not use these forms.  Semester grades and a recomputed grade point average
that include the seventh semester grades are automatically forwarded to each college to which a senior has applied.
Seventh semester grades will not be available until Mid-February,  and we will get them mailed out as quickly as possible.
University of Virginia will receive the grades from guidance, but the UVA admissions office has instructed that its applicants
self-report their semester grades.   Please remember that college acceptances are conditional upon satisfactory
completion of the senior year.    Seniors need to notify their counselors and Mrs. Strait as soon as they have received an
application decision.  By maintaining an accurate record of decisions we are better able to advise future applicants.  In
addition, any scholarships that students receive should also be shared with the counselor and Mrs. Strait.  We like to
recognize seniors who have been offered a scholarship.  This helps to educate other students in the different types of
scholarships that are available as well as recognize the senior for their accomplishment!

Graduation is June 21, 2005 at 7:30 PM.  Our ceremony is held in the field house at Fairfax High School.   Each senior will
be given 8 tickets – two additional tickets may be requested in writing from Mrs. Zukowski, Guidance AA/Registrar.   Students
must complete all graduation requirements in order to participate in the ceremony.   In addition, there is a senior fee
of $75.00 per students to cover expenses (Cap/Gown/Diploma Cover).  Please check with Mrs. Otto, 703-319-2357, to
make sure you have paid this fee.    Students who choose not to participate in the graduation ceremony need to have their
parent notify in writing,  Mrs. Zukowski in the guidance office.  You may contact her for more information @ 703-319-2322.
Students not participating may pick up their diploma beginning June 22th.  Students, who must attend summer school in
order to complete graduation requirements, will have the opportunity to participate in a summer school graduation ceremony
held at the end of summer school.

JUNIORS

Parents of juniors need to call and set up their college / post-high school planning conferences with their counselors.  Each
counselor will meet with the student and the parent(s) to review the academic profile of the student and assist in helping the
student find a good college match or explore other options.  Spring break is a great time to visit colleges!    College decision
statistics from the class of 2004 are available for comparison with your student’s statistics.  Juniors visited the career center
in January, prior to our evening college program, but should plan to revisit to gather more information about colleges,
technical schools, and military opportunities.  The career center also has information about summer enrichment programs.
Remember, academic performance in the junior year is very important, and the senior year should be the strongest academic
year of all!  If you have a poor grade, consider attending summer school to strengthen your weak areas.

Many students do not know what they want to study after high school – consider looking at the academy programs at
Marshall High School or Fairfax High School to help students explore these options.

Student athletes who plan to play a sport in college need to meet the NCAA Eligibility requirements and complete the
NCAA Clearinghouse form. This form is available on-line at www.ncaaclearinghouse.net   The student brings in the request
downloaded from the website to Mrs. Strait, the transcript secretary, to mail the student’s transcript at the completion of the
junior year.

Please, please remember that there are many paths to success.   Often our students do not follow the perceived ‘normal’
path, for a lot of reasons,  but once they are determined to succeed, usually do!

SELP TEST

As part of the current federal education legislation, the No Child Left Behind Act (NCLB),  all ESOL students will be
administered the annual Stanford English Language Proficiency (SELP) Test beginning the week of March 28, 2005.
ESOL students that are currently in ESOL classes (LA, A, B1, B2) as well as ESOL students that have exited the program
within the last two years (B3), and  ESOL students receiving special education services, and ESOL students who have
refused services  are required to take this test.  Students will be notified of the specific dates and times they are to test.

SOL TEST INFORMATION

SOL ENGLISH WRITING TEST ON MARCH 7,   MARCH 8, AND MARCH 9, 2005

The English SOL Writing Test will be given to all students in English 11 on March 7th,  8th and 9th.    These English tests are
the first tests of the SOL series.    The multiple choice part of the test (March 7 & 8) will be given to students during their
English 11 classes. March 9th, the bell schedule will be modified and English 11 students will be assigned to classrooms in
an extended 1st period block  to take the test.   A passing score on this test is required for all students beginning with last
years (2004) graduating class!

AP TESTING    MAY 2-13, 2005

AP testing will be held during national testing times from May 2 — 13h.   In some cases this will impact the bell schedule
when large groups are testing and the cafeteria will need to be used.   If you have a student taking one or more of the AP
tests, it is very important that they report promptly for the testing session.

END-OF-COURSE SOL TESTING DATES

End-of-Course SOL Tests will begin the week of  May 16th .    These tests are very important to students, as they are a
graduation requirement, as well as very important to the faculty, as the results provide information for assessing program
needs and providing statistics for No Child Left Behind.    Please avoid any absences during the weeks of May 16th through
June 3rd.

END OF YEAR COMPLETION

Please notify Mrs. Zukowski @ Jill.Zukowski@fcps.edu  if you are not planning on returning to Madison for the 2005-06
school year.

Students are expected to complete the school year and take final exams when scheduled.   Students that withdraw from
Madison High School, for whatever reason, prior to June 2, 2005 will be withdrawn and will not complete the year or earn
final grades from Madison  High School.  The student will not earn credits for the entire year!    In order for students to earn
final grades from Madison High school they must be in attendance through  June 2nd  AND complete all course requirements.
