College Representatives

Each year approximately 75 colleges, universities and technical schools visit Mount Vernon High
School to talk about opportunities available to our students at their institutions. We expect even
more visits this year. Students may attend these meetings by signing up on Family Connection.
Go to “Visit Schedule” and click “sign up”. Students should print their registration to be used as
a pass. Visits are open to all students, but priority is given to graduating seniors when space is
limited.

Throughout the year, most presentations will be held during Major Time. However, during the
months of September and October, there will be visits at other times. When a college visit is
scheduled during an instructional period, the classroom teachers may refuse to dismiss a
student to attend a presentation at their discretion. Parents are welcome to attend, and should
stop by the main office, sign-in and obtain a Visitor's Pass.
