SUMMARY

Retentions for the 1995-96 school year were 2.43 percent of the student end-of-year membership excluding alternative education
and special education centers, Family and Early Childhood Education (FECEP), preschool, Literacy Program (LP) and postgraduate

students. The retention rate for 1991-92 was 2.16 percent for an increase of 0.27 percentage points over the past five years. See
page 2.

Among administrative areas, retention rates ranged from 0.40 to 0.65 percent at the elementary level, from 2.60 to 9.28 percent at
the middle school level and from 3.82 to 7.18 percent at the high school level. See page 4.

At the elementary level, K-6, the county retention rates ranged from 0.10 percent in sixth grade to 1.29 percent in first grade. See
Table I, page 5.

At the middle school level, 6-8, county retention rate, by grade level, was 1.65 percent for sixth grade, 4.79 percent for seventh
grade, and 4.47 percent for eighth grade. See Table Il, page 6.

At the high school level, 9-12 , county retention rates ranged from 3.43 percent for tenth grade to 7.64 percent for ninth grade. See
Table 111, page 7.

The median retention rate for elementary schools was 0.38 percent. Retentions rates among elementary schools ranged from 0.00
percent to 3.62 percent. See Table IV-VII, page 8-11.

The median retention rate for middle schools was 3.39 percent. Retention rates among middle schools ranged from 0.24 percent to
12.47 percent. See Table VIII, page 12.

The median retention rate for high schools was 4.84 percent. Retention rates among high schools ranged from 0.06 pereent to
10.16 percent. See Table IX, page 13.

The pereentage of 1995-96 retained students who attended summer school was 35.48. Of these students 64.72 pereent were
promoted the following year or graduated from summer school. Sce Table X, page 14.
