An authentic Chicago style pizza has buttery
crust and large amounts of tomato sauce on top of

the cheese.

New York Style 8 New York style pizza has thin, hand
tossed crust with little tomato sauce. The pizza is
cooked in a coal burning oven, so it takes longer to
cook than in a brick oven.

Sicilian Style ¢ Sicilian style pizza originated in Palermo,
Sicily. This pizza is usually square with a thick crust and

sometimes has bits of anchovies.

California Style & This pizza originated in California in
1980. California pizza combines New York and Italian
style pizza with toppings that are familiar to the Cali-
fornian cuisine.

Lazio Style- Lazio style pizza originated in Lazio, Rome.
