After School Program Update! 
Our middle school students are off to an active start! Over 250 students, on average, stay for a 
variety of activities on our three late bus days: Monday, Wednesday, and Thursday. A limited 
number of activities are also offered on Tuesday and Friday, but parents must make arrange-
ments to pick-up their student at the ending time listed on the Ramblast. Whether students are 
staying to receive help from one of their teachers or are staying for a service, fitness, or enrich-
ment program, our students are benefiting from staying active and connected to the Robinson 
school community. 
 

Below are a few helpful hints and reminders to better navigate the After School Program: 
Students and parents should use the activity schedule posted in the weekly Ramblast to plan 
time spent after school. Students should always have parent permission to stay after school 
and students should note which activities require signing up during the lunch period on the 
cafeteria stage. 
 

Students should learn the designated after school help day for each of their teachers. There is a 
useful page for recording this information in the Agenda Book. 
 

If you need to pick-up your student prior to the activity ending time, please email Mary Aunon, 
After School Program Specialist, at mfaunon@fcps.edu and arrangements will be made on an 
individual basis. 
 

Academic Support Offerings:  
Teachers are available to work directly with students at least one late bus day each week. 
The computer lab is open each Monday for individual and group project completion with 
teacher guidance available. 
Homework Club is open each late bus day to provide for a quiet environment for home-
work completion. 
Teachers and/or counselors can address any further concerns regarding academic support 
interventions needed. 

 

Please encourage your student to access the After School Program 24-7 site for the new quar-
ter schedule and announcements. Teacher sponsors use this site to post announcements and 
information in their respective Activity Folders. Late bus runs are also posted on this site.

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Depression Screening November 17th 
 

Depression Screening has been a yearly event at Robinson Secondary School for sixteen 
years. It is being offered again, at both the High School and Middle School, and provides an 
opportunity for one of the student services staff here at the school to meet with students 
who have concerns about feelings and/or behaviors related to depression. 
 

Some of the signs of depression include ongoing sadness, feel-
ings of hopelessness, loss of enjoyment of activities, changes in 
eating patterns, or difficulty concentrating. 
 

Depression increases the risk of suicide, which is the third lead-
ing cause of death for adolescents. Our goal is to help students, 
along with their parents, to determine whether they should seek 
further assistance and/or intervention. 
 

In order for a student to participate in this depression screening,

Included will be an introductory letter, a parent permission form, and a 
parent screening form. The student should then return the last two items to his/her coun-
selor or the psychologist.  On November 17th, (or within the week following), either the 
school psychologist or school social worker will meet with these students, individually, dis-
cuss issues of concern, and follow up with a phone call to the parent or guardian.  If you 
have questions, please call Kathryn Brown, school psychologist at the high school, 703-426
-2206, or Laura White at the middle school, 703-426-2306.

We have had a busy opening, and now that the first quarter is almost over, here 

is some insight into the services we offered and a preview of what is to come from your counselors. 

 

 Schedule changes ς As you may have heard, schedule changes this year were difficult in some cases.  The number of 

sections (classes) offered  in each course was determined by student demand as indicated last spring during academic 

advising.  Starting in February counselors will again be meeting with students for academic advising.  We urge all 

students to make careful choices in course selections, for each year the schedule change process becomes tighter as 

budget issues affect the schools.   

 Senior college applications ςCounselors met with seniors and parents in September to talk about the college 

application process.  Since that date we are proud to announce that we have processed over 829 transcript requests 

for seniors, many of which are for early college admission.  Counselors, along with the students, eagerly await the 

news of where our seniors will go next! 

 PSAT present and past ς The Practice Scholastic Aptitude Test was administered here on October 12. This test is an 

excellent tool to help students gain insight into their academic strengths and areas in need of improvement.  It is also 

the qualifying test for National Merit Scholars for our juniors.   This year we are proud to have recognized 28 seniors 

who were National Merit semi-finalists or commended students.   We expect PSAT scores to be returned to the 

school in January.  The Academic Boosters are working with us to provide an information night in January on how to 

read your PSAT scores. 

 

Important Dates and Upcoming Events 

  Classroom Guidance activities:   

o FRESHMEN ς Counselors conduct a yearlong freshman transition program.  In September we gave students a high 

school welcome orientation through PE classes.  In November, we will be working with freshmen to take a 

Learning Style Inventory (LSI) to increase awareness of their individual learning strengths and challenges. This 

activity will be done during history classes. 

o SOPHOMORES ς In November, counselors will conduct a career exploration program for sophomores during their 

science classes. 

o JUNIORS ς During the second week in December counselors will conduct orientation for juniors on the process of 

starting/refining the college search process.  This seminar will be conducted through history classes. 

o SENIORS ς Counselors continue to help seniors and parents as they work on college selection/applications and 

career decisions for life after Robinson.
