Rolling Valley provides many opportunities for students to learn and use 
technology.  The Rolling Valley computer lab consists of 32 laptop stations and one 
teacher station for demonstrations.  Each kindergarten through sixth grade classroom has 
several computers for students to use.  In addition to the computer lab and computers in 
each classroom, Rolling Valley also has 2 mobile carts that contain 16 laptops for 
teachers to checkout and use in their classrooms.  

A variety of software applications are available to students.  Some of the 
programs used by the students are Pixie, Type to Learn, Math Trek, Mapmakers Toolkit, 
Microsoft Word, Excel, and PowerPoint, Inspiration, Kidspiration, Storybook Weaver, 
and many more.  

Rolling Valley is also proud to have SMART Board interactive whiteboards in 
every kindergarten through sixth grade classroom.  Many of the specialists at Rolling 
Valley also have SMART Boards in their classrooms.  Each Smart board is equipped 
with a presentation system consisting of a LCD projector, laptop, speakers and cart. In 
all, Rolling Valley has 32 SMART Boards. 

In addition, every classroom teacher has a digital camera to use in the classroom 
and with their students.  We also have a classroom set of digital cameras for teachers to 
use with their students.  Students are able to use the cameras in conjunction with projects 
in the classroom.
