The Cognitive Ability (CogAT) tests will be adminis-
tered to second grade students on October 20, 21, and 
22nd.  Students who miss a test will be tested on the 
day(s) following the tests.  Students who are new and 
enrolled in FCPS in grades 3 ï 6 may also be adminis-
tered this test.  Sample questions are practiced by stu-
dents as part of the test preparation. Sample tests are 
not commercially available. The best test preparation is 
a good night's sleep and a healthy breakfast.

Referrals for Full-Time Advanced Aca-
demic Placement Level IV (Grades 2ð7) 

 
Parents/guardians of students not in the second grade 
screening pool may initiate the full-time AAP (Level IV) 
screening process by completing and submitting an AAP 
Level IV Referral Form to the local school principal 
no later than February 5, 2010. No late referrals will be 
accepted. Second graders not in the pool and all third 
through seventh graders are screened only by referral.
