You may begin to send in transportation notes this week  
for your child to go home with another child. This includes 
study dates and play dates.  There must be a note from 
each family (“matching notes.”) For matching notes, there 
is a limit of 3 additional children allowed on any bus.  
There will be no Matching Notes accepted on Bus 4 
until further notice. Please send two (2) copies of any 
bus note,  for early dismissal, kiss and ride, and SACC 
changes also. One copy is for the classroom and one for 
the office.     
 
There will be no matching notes accepted on Friday, 
October 30, the day of the Fall Festival Parade.  
 
We have duplicate notes preprinted for $2, available in 
the office. You can also print out a note online and fill it 
out in duplicate at  http://www.fcps.edu/SpringHillES/files/
parents_files/busnotes_form.pdf.

Testing Updates 
 

The Cognitive Ability (CogAT) tests will be adminis-
tered to second grade students on October 20, 21, 
and 22nd.  Students who miss a test will be tested 
on the day(s) following the tests.  Students who are 
new and enrolled in FCPS in grades 3 – 6 may also 
be administered this test.  Sample questions are 
practiced by students as part of the test prepara-
tion. Sample tests are not commercially available. 
The best test preparation is a good night's sleep 
and a healthy breakfast. 
 

Referrals for Full-Time Advanced 
Academic Placement Level IV 

(Grades 2–7) 
Parents/guardians of students not in the second 
grade screening pool may initiate the full-time AAP 
(Level IV) screening process by completing and 
submitting an AAP Level IV Referral Form to the 
local school principal no later than February 5, 
2010. No late referrals will be accepted. Second 
graders not in the pool and all third through sev-
enth graders are screened only by referral. Forms 
are available on the AAP website and in the Parent 
Information Packet available at the local school.

Spring Hill may have a wonderful op-
portunity to welcome a Korean student 

teacher from Korea University.  They will eventually 
be teaching English as a foreign language in Ko-
rean schools once they have completed their pro-
gram.  An intern would be with us for 15-16 weeks, 
early to mid-March through the end of the school 
year for the Spring group. 
 
A host family would have the opportunity to host a 
Korean intern in their home and welcome them as 
part of their family.  The intern would share their 
culture with the host families and are encouraged 
to take part in daily activities and chores.  Host 
families are compensated each month for the 
added expense of having another person in their 
home by the Korea Daily Newspaper.  This fall 
families were compensated $500.00 per month.
