Minute of October 14, 2009 PTA Meeting

7:00 – 8:00 pm.

Full Day Kindergarten Round table:
Sheri Lapan reported that a round table discussion with school board member Dan Storck will be held October 29th at 7:00 pm in the library.  All interested are welcome to attend.

Audit Report:
Polly Peckham and Cathleen Bassett performed the audit report.  Following a motion, duly seconded, the membership approved the report as submitted.

Treasurer's Report:
Katie Savage reported that receipts to date, including pass through receipts, total $42,232.30.  The Innisbrook fundraiser has raised $34,756, roughly half of which will be revenue for the PTA.  Expenses to date, excluding the payment to Innisbrook, are $5,812.60.

Principal's Report:
Ms. Caulfield reported that 733 students are enrolled.  FCPS is working on cutting another $176 million from the budget.  Budget cutting measures being considered include eliminating school-based technology specialists, increasing class sizes, continuing the freeze on teacher salaries, eliminating foreign language immersion and other language programs and eliminating buses for GT centers.  The County will be soliciting the public's views on the budget cuts at community meetings.  Ms. Caulfield also explained FCPS directives regarding the H1N1 virus.  The County is proceeding with the standard procedures followed every year for the flu season.  These procedures include encouraging hand washing and the use of wipes and hand sanitizers, vaccination, and custodial cleaning of bathrooms, door knobs and handles and desktops.  Parents are encouraged to provide symptoms and diagnoses when calling in absences due to sickness to the attendance line.  Precautions are taken for students exhibiting flu symptoms, including using spill-out rooms for sick students awaiting parental pick up.

Budget Meetings:
Kim Mann encouraged all to attend an upcoming budget meeting to share views on what cuts the County should make when reducing the budget by $176 million.  The meeting closest to Stratford will be held on Saturday, November 14th  at the Sherwood Regional Library from 10:00 am to noon.  A document on the budget page of the FCPS website summarizes the cuts being considered.  Other community budget meeting dates and venues also are listed.

Innisbrook:
Anne Terio said that the Innisbrook delivery date will be Friday, November 6th and that she needs help during the day organizing the orders and after-school with order pick up.  She also said a new chairperson for the fundraiser is needed for next year.

The Committee Chairpersons were introduced.  The business portion of the meeting adjourned at 7:50 so that those present could speak with the various chairpersons about volunteer opportunities available.
