Participation
Much of each child’s music grade stems from their class participation.  Mrs. LaFleur’s classes fifth and sixth grade classes have each created their own list of participation guidelines.  Please ask your child to share these with you!  (And let us know whether they remember them!)

In the beginning of the year, we do activities and play games in order to get a rough idea of each child’s background knowledge in music.  As first quarter progresses, we focus on specific skills, according to the FCPS Music POS.  Each child is assessed on instrument playing, note-reading, singing, movement and their collaboration with others.

Each child is assessed based on his or her own abilities.  We understand that some children study piano or another instrument privately, while for others we are the primary source of musical experience.  We do our best to challenge everyone at their own level, and take their prior knowledge into account when determining their grades.
