Recorders in Music Class

(Please note: Grades 4-6 play recorders all year long; Third graders will begin recorders in January)

During music class, we try to use our recorders at least once a week.  We focus on the following guidelines as we play:

· Posture

· Left Hand on Top

· Soft Air

· “Doo” tongue (articulation)

· Accurate rhythm and pitch

We continually monitor each student’s individual effort and progress throughout the quarter.  Each of these criteria will be formally assessed in a playing test approximately once a quarter.  

Recorder attendance is an important part of each student’s music grade.  Without the recorder, it is impossible to maximize their potential.  Any student who attends class three times without their recorder will drop one letter grade on their report card.  Every effort will be made to contact a parent before this occurs.

If your child needs a new recorder, please send in $3.95 to Mr. Anderson or Mrs. LaFleur.  Checks can be made out to SLES, or you may send in cash.  (Please note: we cannot make change.)  We ask that your payment be in a sealed envelope, marked with your child’s full name.  This makes our own book-keeping easier.
