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For the safety of all our students, it is important for drivers to follow correct procedures when

dropping children off at Thoreau in the morning.

e The Thoreau parking lot can be a very busy place before school as staff members are arriving and
parents are dropping students off at school.

e When entering the parking lot to drop off students, please bear to the right and follow the painted
arrows around to entrance #9. Students may be dropped off at this entrance. When exiting the
parking lot, please yield to buses turning into the bus lane in front of the building.

¢ Do not attempt to make a quick U-turn upon entering the parking lot. This will back traffic up on
Cedar Lane and impede buses from entering the bus lane.

e Atall times, please be watchful for students and staff members walking across the parking lot
toward the building. Thoreau’s School Resource Officer will be monitoring the parking lot and
directing traffic when necessary.
