
Frequently Asked Questions

When should I register?
Immediately, but no later than June 18th.  Please begin the 
process even if you do not have all of the elements
Registration packets must be completed by August 1
Make physician’s appointments now to ensure timely 
completion of physicals
Students may not attend without immunizations or 
documentation of exemption



FAQs

What session will my child attend?
AM and PM sessions are not finalized until late August
Transportation makes decisions – true for each FCPS school
SACC students are typically AM
Vienna Village (Tiny Tots) is typically PM
You will receive a letter in late August
Pupil placement based on childcare is not guaranteed, but is 
typically honored, and is granted on an annual basis.  If you 
have not applied, please ask for a student assignment form.



FAQs

Which bus brings my child home?
AM students ride with community students on a regular run 
at arrival
PM students ride with community students on a regular run 
at dismissal
Mid-day – students are picked up at home and transported 
to school, and then picked up at school and transported 
home unless they are walkers
Students must be met at mid-day or they will be brought 
back to school
