Phonemic
awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary, and comprehension are
all addressed with a greater emphasis placed on comprehen-
sion strategies. Additionally, the program focuses on writing
multi-paragraph essays, and provides direct instruction on basic
research skills.

The course addresses procedures
for administering the DRA2 and the use of this information to
enable first and second grade students to become better read-
ers. Participants are expected to apply course information in

their classrooms and engage in discussions with class members
and instructors to give and receive feedback. Successful course
completion requires attendance, completing course assignments,
and taking the reliability assessment. The DRA2 course satisfies the
SOL training requirement for elementary teachers, grades 1-2.

First and second grade classroom teachers have first
priority; reading, ESOL, and special education teachers work-
ing with first & second grade students, kindergarten teachers,
and teachers of other grades have the next priority. Initially, all
registrants are waitlisted.
