DISCUSSION

102.02 Linkage (Exhibit A)

e Linkage committee chairman reported that study circles would be used to deliver
Transportation Task Force (TTF) recommendations and to solicit feedback from the
community; as discussed during the April 14, 2008 work session;

e study circle participation would be by invitation only; attempts would be made to
include participants who had not contributed previously and would target families of
low socio-economic, minority, and special education students;

e TTF final majority and minority reports would be translated for participants, if
necessary,

e circles would be facilitated and recorded by DCCO staff members;
meetings would not be open to the public; no more than one Board member, in an
observer capacity only, would be allowed to attend a study circle session;

e concern for non-English speaking parents was expressed; DCCO will evaluate
possibility of providing study circles in other languages, but staff believed that cultural
diversity could be achieved with English speaking participants; and

e Board consensus to move forward with study circle implementation.
