
NOSC SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM
 

The Naval Officers' Spouses' Club of Washington, D.C. will award several scholarships to 
graduating high school seniors. The scholarships are 100% merit based and must be applied only 
to tuition. Historically the amount of the scholarship has been $2,000 per recipient. 

Eligibility Requirements 

The applicant must be a dependent child of an active duty, retired or deceased U.S. Navy service 
member who: 

•	 resides and serves in a command within the boundaries of Naval District 
Washington or had served in a command in Naval District Washington, or 

•	 served in a command in Naval District Washington and is deceased. 

The applicant must be in hislher senior year of an accredited high school or its equivalent and 
reside within the boundaries of Naval District Washington. 

The applicant must apply to and attend as a full-time student for the 2008-2009 academic year an 
accredited institution, such as a two or four year undergraduate college, a visual or performing 
arts school, or a vocational/technical school. 

The applicant must be a U.S. citizen and possess a valid military dependent identification card. 

Application Process 

Application forms may be obtained through the high school guidance or career department or by 
contacting the scholarship chairman. To apply, complete the application form and submit in 
duplicate to:
